Application Template 
  

As a result of COVID-19 and the closing of school buildings for the 2019-2020 School Year, 
school districts must submit a Continuity of Learning and COVID-19 Response Plan (“Plan”) in 
order to continue to receive state aid for operations. Although schools are closed and not 
providing in-person instruction, teaching and learning must continue. Michigan educators have 
been called to provide our students with continued learning.   
  
There are varied states of readiness to provide continuity in learning among districts. Even 
within districts of multiple school sites, there are varied states of readiness. It is expected that 
schools will provide instruction at a distance using a variety of methods that meet local needs, 
including printed materials, phone contact, email, virtual learning, or a combination to meet 
student needs. We should avoid assuming that continuity in learning can only occur through 
online means.  
  
While many educators have been providing distance learning opportunities, the Governor’s 
Executive Order (EO 2020-35) requires all schools to begin providing learning opportunities for 
all students no later than April 28, 2020.  Districts who are able to begin their plans earlier are 
encouraged to do so.          
  
Each District shall submit a single completed Assurance Document, Budget Outline, and 
Continuity of Learning Plan to its Intermediate School District.  Each Public School Academy 
shall submit a completed Assurance Document, Budget Outline, and Continuity of Learning Plan 
to its Authorizer. A single Application should be filed for the district rather than multiple 
applications for individual schools within a district. The following items are required for the 
application which may be submitted beginning April 8, 2020: 
 

1. Assurances Document 
2. Continuity of Learning Plan

Continuity of Learning and COVID-19 Response Plan (“Plan”) 
Guiding Principles  

 
As Districts and Public School Academies complete the Assurances and Continuity of Learning 
Plans, they should consider utilizing the following principles to guide their work: 
  

Keep Students at the Center 
Intentional outreach to continue building relationships and maintain connections. 
Help students feel safe and valued. At minimum, plan to do the following: 

• Plan for Student Learning: Build on each student’s strengths, interests, 
and needs and use this knowledge to positively affect learning. 

• Develop a Weekly Plan and Schedule: Offer routines and structures for 
consistency and for the balancing of think time, work time, and play 
time for health and well-being. 

• Contact Families: Partner to support student learning through ongoing 
communication and collaboration. This will not look the same for every 
student and family—safety remains the priority. Provide translations as 
necessary. 

  
Design Learning for Equity and Access 

Plan and deliver content in multiple ways so all students can access learning. 
• Teach Content: Set goals using knowledge of each student, content 

area standards, and of Michigan Merit Curriculum. 
• Deliver Flexible Instruction: Consider how to deliver content 

depending on tools and resources accessible to each student. 
Alternative modes of instruction may include use of online learning, 
telephone communications, email, virtual instruction, videos, 
slideshows, project-based learning, use of instructional packets, or a 
combination to meet diverse student needs. 

• Engage Families: Communicate with families about engagement 
strategies to support students as they access the learning. Families are 
critical partners. Provide translations as necessary. 

  
Assess Student Learning 

Manage and monitor student learning and plan what’s next for learning including 
the potential need for summer and supplemental learning. 

• Check Student Learning: Use a variety of strategies to monitor, 
assess, and provide feedback to students about their learning. 

• Make Instructional Adjustments: Use formative assessment results 
to guide educators’ reflection on effectiveness of instruction and to 
determine next steps for student learning. 

• Engage Families: Communicate with families about assessment 
results in order to inform next steps and the potential for 
supplemental summer learning. Provide translations as necessary.

	Text15: Atlanta Community Schools (ACS) will use a hybrid of multiple modes of learning to meet the needs of all students within the district. This will include learning packets, online learning using google classroom and eSparks, video instruction developed by teachers, Youtube videos, and project-based learning. Student contact will be made bi-weekly by each general education teacher to all students (including students with 504’s and IEP’s) and on alternate weeks, special education teachers will be in communication with students with IEP’s.  Special education teachers will develop an individualized contingency plan for each student with IEP’s in collaboration with parents to meet the individual needs of these students. Communication will be documented and take place via phone call, email, text message, or video call depending on the need of the student. Learning packets will be distributed via our food distribution system and returned in the same manor. The district will mail packets that are not distributed this way and will offer a central drop-off location for parents to utilize as well. 
	Text16: ACS teaching staff will be in contact with each of their students bi-weekly to be sure their educational and emotional needs are being met. They also want to provide the students with a consistent connection to school. Our Restorative Practice teacher will be pushing out activities to all students using our SEL program resources to meet their social/emotional needs. These activities will include continuation of yogi lessons that were being implemented as brain breaks in the classrooms. ACS will also be sure that students are provided a variety off activities that get them moving physically through games and outside play. Thunder Bay Community Health is offering telehealth services to families in our community that are in need as well.
	Text17: ACS will use multiple modes to deliver content and instruction. We will utilize learning packets combined with google classroom. Teachers will use videotaped lessons and/or YouTube videos to deliver instruction. They will also reach out to students that do not have access to the internet to be sure they understand the learning expectations. Teachers will also have office hours that students can contact them for further support.

All ACS families were surveyed and 79% gave internet access in their homes. ACS will provide a Chromebook to the 28% of students that do not have access to an appropriate device. We will also move Wi-Fi access points in the building so that any student can access the internet for free from the schools parking lot.
  

	Text18: All ACS teachers will be in contact with each student bi-weekly via phone, email, text or video call. All contact will be documented on communication logs. These logs will be monitored and verified by administration. Teachers will also have office hours so that students can contact them for additional support or clarification of assignments. All accommodations provided to students with IEP's and 504 Plans will be documented in Skyward by the general education teachers. Special education teachers will be in contact with all of their students with IEP’s on alternate weeks from the general education teachers via phone , email, text or video call so that they have more access to supports.

Assignments/projects will be evaluated using a rubric or CR/NC system. They can be returned to teachers via google classroom, eSparks or turned in to a designated spot outside of the school. Students may also email or send pictures via text message when possible.

	Text19: At this time, the district does not anticipate any additional expenditures associated with this plan.
	Text20: 
The district shares their superintendent with Hillman Community Schools (a neighboring district). He has met with all stakeholders of both districts to outline the plan. This includes board members, administration and teachers from both districts. Teachers from both districts are collaborating in elementary grade level teams and secondary content area teams to develop units to be used. Each unit will be tailored to meet the needs of each class/student with the support of special education teachers. Each team meeting is being facilitated by an admin from one of the districts. 

All meetings are being held virtually and in compliance with all COVID-19 EO’s.
 

	Text21: ACS will communicate their plan with their students and parents is several different ways. We will post the plan on the district website, Facebook page, emails blast to all students and an all call to parents. Teachers will also communicate the learning plan tailored to their individual classes with their families through an email, phone call, text message blast or video call.
	Text22: ACS administration met with all teachers on Monday, March 30th to outline the plan. They will meet in their collaborative teams with Hillman on Tuesday, April 7th for the initial planning session. Further work sessions will be scheduled as needed between April 8th and April 17th. All final plans will be submitted to admin for approval with a targeted date of implementation of Monday, April 20, 2020, no later than Monday, April 27, 2020.
	Text23: ACS will continue their collaborative relationship with Alpena Community College, Kirtland Community College and Alpena Public Schools in supporting students enrolled in dual enrollment classes or CTE programs. ACS will support all students enrolled in dual enrollment and CTE classes to see that they are completed successfully. Students have been provided virtual tutoring opportunities Alpena Community College to help support them with any needs they have. ACS’s Academic Advisor has been in contact with dual enrollment students as well as CTE students to offer any support needed. ACS is waiting on further guidance from Alpena Public School to determine next steps in CTE program completion.
	Text24: ACS will continue a bi-weekly food distribution. Each date will be announced using the school website, Facebook and an all call. Each distribution will include 10 days worth of breakfast and lunch for each student. Families unable to pick-up their meals, will have a delivery made via our transportation department.
	Text25: ACS will continue to pay all district employees as normal during the implementation of this plan.
	Text26: All students will receive credit or no-credit for participation in this plan. If a student was on pace for successful course completion as of March 16, 2020, they will receive credit for their courses and transition to the next grade.  Students that were not on pace for successful course completion may receive credit for their class upon successful completion of activities under this plan. Students that were enrolled in online credit recovery classes will have to successfully complete those classes to receive credit for them. The teacher of record may modify the requirements as they deem appropriate.
	Text27: ACS lost their School Success Program under the budget cuts made this year. However, Thunder Bay Community Heath is offering telehealth sessions to families in the community. Teachers and administration are also making themselves available to students and families for support with any of their needs. Social/emotional activities will be made available to students using resources from our SEL program and also resources will be shared using the AMAESD Resource Webpage.
	Text28: ACS has made their building available as a disaster relief child care center for families in the Atlanta and Hillman school districts.
	Text29: ACS will be working to develop a calendar with the AMAESD and Hillman schools that will best meet the needs of their students. The needs of our students will drive the development of our calendar for the 2020/2021 school year.
